2.1 THE PERIOD

5.	TRANSPORT

6.	HOUSE RULES

6.1	The Lessor has imposed House Rules relating to the occupants of the Property which are aimed at protecting the safe and equal enjoyment of the use of the Property for all the occupants of the Property.
6.2	The House Rules always form part of this agreement and need to be adhered to by the Lessee. The Lessee by his/her signature hereto agrees to be bound by the House Rules relating to the property and ensure that the Lessee, his guests or invitees always obey the House Rules.

7.	DAMAGE TO THE PREMISES

7.1	The Students shall not drive nor permit to be driven any nails or screws into the walls or ceilings of the Property or any portion thereof. 
7.2	The Students shall not make or permit any alterations, additions or improvements to the Property without obtaining the prior approval of the Lessor in writing.
7.3	The Students will therefore be liable for any damages caused as aforesaid to the Lessor for repairs and returning the Property in good condition.





8.	KEYS TO THE PROPERTY

8.1	The Student shall be handed prior to the lease start date, the keys to the unit and the Property being a full set in number and undertakes that upon termination of the lease he or she shall return to the Lessor not less than the aforesaid number of keys.

8.2	In the event of the Student misplacing the keys, new keys will be provided by the owner and a charge andcall out fee of not less than R450.00 will have to be paid by the student for any lost keys.

9.	DESTRUCTION OF THE PROPERTY

9.1	If the property is destroyed or so damaged that it can no longer be beneficially occupied, this rental agreement shall terminate at that occurrence unless the Parties agree otherwise in writing.

9.2	If the Property is significantly damaged but can still be beneficially occupied, this rental agreement shall remain force and the Lessor shall repair the damage without undue delay but the rent shall be abated so as to compensate the Lessee fairly for the effects the damage and the repair work had on the enjoyment of the Property.

9.3	Should the Parties not agree on such abatement or on the applicability of Clause 20.2 above, the matter shall be referred to an expert appointed to the Parties jointly and the decision of such an expert shall be final and binding on the Parties.




10.	BREACH OF THE LEASE AGREEMENT

In the event of the Lessor having cancelled this rental agreement justifiably but the Lessee remaining in occupation of the Property, with or without disputing the cancellation and continuing to tender payments of rent and any other amounts that would have been payable to the Lessor but for the cancellation, the Lessor may accept such payments without prejudice to and without effecting cancellation.
